[bookmark: _GoBack]EXTRACT OF THE LAW ON THE JUDICIARY AND THE STATUS OF JUDGES

Article 104. Status and structure of the National School of Judges of Ukraine

The National School of Judges of Ukraine is a state institution having a special status in the justice system, providing training of qualified human resources for the justice system, and engaging in science and research. The laws on higher education shall not be applicable to the National School of Judges of Ukraine.
[bookmark: n1120]2. National School of Judges of Ukraine shall be established at the High Qualification Commission of Judges and shall operate in accordance to this Law and the Charter approved by the High Qualification Commission of Judges of Ukraine.
[bookmark: n1121]3. The National School of Judges of Ukraine shall be headed by rector who shall be appointed to and removed from this position by the High Qualification Commission of Judges of Ukraine.
[bookmark: n1122]4. Pro-rectors of the National School of Judges of Ukraine shall be appointed to and removed from their relevant positions by the High Qualification Commission of Judges of Ukraine as initiated by the Rector of the National School of Judges of Ukraine. The Rector of the National School of Judges of Ukraine shall propose to the High Qualification Commission of Judges of Ukraine candidates to fill the relevant pro-rector vacancies.
[bookmark: n1123]6. In no event may the basic wage of the staff of the National School of Judges of Ukraine be less than the basic wage of the same categories of staff of the High Qualification Commission of Judges of Ukraine.
[bookmark: n1124]6. The National School of Judges of Ukraine is a legal entity having its common seal with the National Emblem of Ukraine and its name, its own balance-sheet and accounts with the State Treasury of Ukraine, and may also have its regional offices.
